M. Cloyd you came in today with complaints of 1excessive thirst, 2eating abnormally large amounts of food, and 3excessive urination.  The lab work we completed was 4a test to determine your blood sugar level for the last several months.  The result was 7.0 and indicated that you have diabetes.  We need to work to make sure you keep your 5blood sugar in normal range as much as possible.  The reason that normal blood sugars are so important is to prevent long-term complications.  Those complications can include 6a decrease in visual acuity due to changes in the eye, 7feelings of sensory loss in the feet, and cardiac issues.  
You are going to be referred to 8a specialist in disorders of hormonal diseases and to 9a person who can help you with your diet.  You also will receive a medication that is injected 10beneath the skin, which is called insulin.  You will need to monitor your blood sugar regularly and avoid periods where your 11blood sugar runs abnormally low.
